All 28 persons 

who had half-cooked beans for lunch had the 

food-poisoning symptoms.  

Mr. LEE is the first person who felt vomiting. He 

recalled that he had lunch at around 12 o’clock 

at the construction site; then after one-hour 

work, he felt nauseated. A worker beside him felt 

difficult in breathing and his face turned pale.  

At around 19:00, the most seriously-affected 

worker has been recovering after treatment. The 

Disease Control Center of Fengtai District and 

other related health supervision departments all 

did sampling in the hospital.

On the evening of the day before yesterday, 35 
students in Beijing University of Posts and 
Telecommunications successively showing the 
symptoms of vomiting, diarrhea, stomachache, etc. 
were sent to the Peking University Third Hospital 
for emergency treatment. It is said that all the 
affected students had cold noodles in the university 
restaurant.  

It is observed that most of the affected have 
symptoms of vomiting, diarrhea, increased white 
blood cell count, with a few having fever. Mr. 
ZHENG Yaan, the director of the emergency 
department confirmed that it is a typical food 
poisoning accident. “But it is still too early to 
identify the cause.” He said.  

The Haidian Hygiene Supervision Bureau has 
started the testing on the food residue and samples 
of the university restaurant. The result will come 
out in one week. Besides, the health condition of 
students dining the suspected meal was also 
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checked. Nothing unusual was found yet.  

The catering center of Beijing University of 
Posts and Telecommunications: identify the 
person responsible for the accident and take 
appropriate measures  

According to the person-in-charge of the catering 
center of the Beijing University of Posts and 
Telecommunications, all the canteen staff has 
signed the labor contract with the University HR 
department; all have certificates required (including 
health certificate). And hygiene examinations are 
also regularly done.  

He also indicated that “if the responsibility lies 
with the canteen, we will take appropriate 
measures in accordance with relevant rules and 
regulations of our university.”

So far, a Manager of those workers’ Company has been 
detained by the police and the house construction 
department of local government which supervises the 
manager’s company will bear relevant administrative 
penalty. 

It requires certain professional skills for workers to work 
at confined spaces. Strict trainings are needed for 
instrument check, personal protection equipments and 
life-saving methods regarding the work at confined 
spaces. Beijing Safety Supervision Bureau will advise its 
national superior to include the work at confined spaces 
into the list of the jobs that require special skills.

At about 6:00 yesterday, a warehouse of 

electronic components was set on fire suddenly 

and all stored products were burnt into ruins.

Some 
say, after it rained this week, the drinking water 
smelled very bad. The medical test results 
showed that all affected workers suffered 
bacterial infection, which was caused by the 
microbes in the foods and drinking water.

Three engineering maintenance workers were sent down 

to the sewage well to repair the sewage lifting pumps. All 

three were poisoned. Another 7 persons who went down 

for rescue work later got poisoned too. Among the 10 

affected persons, 6 were dead while the other four have 

been out of danger after emergency treatment.  
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After the accident, Beijing emergency response office 

initiated the contingency plan immediately. Vice Mayor XIA 

Zhanyi, relevant leaders of Tongzhou District and 

emergency rescue team rushed to the scene for the 

rescue work.  

It is said by the relevant person-in-charge of the Beijing 

administration of work safety, summer is the period when 

dangers often happen in the work at confined spaces. The 

principle of “investigation first, work second” must be 

adhered; qualified facilities for ventilation, testing, lighting, 

communication, emergency rescuing, personal protection, 

etc. must be equipped. Working in the confined area must 

be approved by the person-in-charge. No person shall 

enter the confined operation site without permission. If 

accidents happen while working at the confined 

spaces, the rescue team should make sure personal 

safety first to prevent accident from further expan ding.

At 14:30 on the July 2nd, taxi driver KANG Enqiang 
saw a person in orange suddenly fall to the ground 
with a broom firmly held in his hand.  

The person lying on the ground is a 60-year-old 
cleaner named ZHANG Xianmin. Seeing his tightly-
closed eyes and pale face, his colleague tried to shake 
him awake, but there is no reaction from him at all.  

Work at 12 o’clock – the highest temperature of the  
day  

At 15:40, one hour after Zhang Xianmin was taken 
away by the ambulance, his two colleagues spotted a 
thermometer in a news-stand showing 40�� . “It is much 
hotter one hour ago.” One of his colleagues said. Their 
cleaning team is composed of 7 persons. There was a 
routine inspection that day; the afternoon shift was 
advanced from 13:30 to 12 o’clock. Zhang had worked 
for more than two hours on the road with hardly any 
shady trees before he collapsed.  

Abrupt death might be related with the high 
temperature  

At 16:30, Zhang’s wife was sitting outside of the 
emergency room restless. She thought her husband 
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just fainted out of heat stroke. However, she was finally 
told that her husband will never wake up. Doctor Qin 
working in the emergency room said, Zhang’s 
abrupt death might be derived from many reasons, 
like high temperature, poor body condition or 
recurrence of an old illness.

As the information from Health Department of Henan 
Provincial Government, the food poisoning that got 214 
kids sick in Zhoukou city were caused by a kind of 
bacteria. As of 24th, there are still 23 kids staying at 
the hospital and 56 kids still under medical 
observation. 

The Director of Information Office of Henan Health 
Department said, that bacteria can cause people 
sick if they touch, eat or drink the foods & drinks  it 
has contaminated.  Currently, medical experts are re-
examining the 57 food samples to decide which part of 
the catering service or which food caused this 
accident. 
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Beijing Youth Daily, July 22nd 2009 

Ms. DU fell over in a restaurant due to its slippery floor, 
causing body injuries and broken jade bracelet. Ms. 
DU asked for 50,000 Yuan compensation, but rejected 
by the restaurant owner. Ms. DU was left with no other 
choices but to take the restaurant to court. Yesterday, 
Beijing Xuanwu Court declared that Beijing Dongtinghu 
Restaurant compensate Ms. DU for her medical 
expenses 358.15 Yuan and financial losses 34,750 
Yuan.  

According to Ms. DU, on the afternoon of January 12th, 
she went for lunch in the restaurant. She slipped over 
when she walked pass the wet floor. Her left elbow and 
hip was bruised, and the jade bracelet she was 
wearing was smashed.  

It is claimed by Ms. DU that no warning sign was put 
where the ground is slippery; the restaurant did 
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not fulfill its duty, so is bound to undertake the 
personal and financial losses.

On June 14th, the Xidan Shopping Center was caught 
on fire, which was caused by short-circuit of the 
storage cabinet rent by Beijing Yuqing Food R&D Co., 
Ltd. The fire bureau gave out the cause of the fire 
accident yesterday morning.  

The fire covered an area of 110 m2, causing direct 
economic losses of 85,000 Yuan. After analyzed by 
relevant department, the fire was started by the 
short-circuited storage cabinet; the external rubbe r 
of the deformed power cord was damaged owing to 
compression.  

The routine inspections are not thoroughly done by the 
Xidan Shopping Center, who will bear the responsibility 
of insufficient safety check. In accordance with relevant 
regulations, Xidan Shopping Center could be imposed 
a financial penalty of 10,000 to 30,000 Yuan.  

It is warned by the fire bureau that special attention 
should be paid on four kinds of fire incidents: electrical 
fires, vehicle fires, construction site, fire and hazardous 
materials fires.

Yesterday, State Food and Drug Administration (SFDA) 
publicized the draft of “Regulations on Food Safety 
Monitoring of Catering Service” (Regulations for short) 
to collect advice from the public.  

As stipulated by the Regulations, if food safety 
accident affects more than 30 people, it must be 
reported to relevant local Heath Department and FDA 
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Department within 6 hours since its happening; if it 
affects more than 100 victims or causes 1 or more 
deaths, it must be reported to SFDA as well as local 
Heath Department and FDA Department.  

Meanwhile the Regulations also require, if any food 
safety accident happened, catering service providers 
must immediately seal up the foods that cause or may 
cause this accident as well as raw materials, tools, 
equipments and the locations and report this accident 
within 2 hours to the County-Level Health Department 
and FDA Department while taking control measures 
according to the requirements of relevant monitoring 
Departments. If violating the regulations, local FDA 
Department will give warning and order the provider to 
correct its behaviors. If any provider destroys the 
evidence, a penalty of between 2,000 Yuan and 
100,000 Yuan will be inflicted. If any severe 
consequence occurred, the permit of providing catering 
services will be revoked.    

According to the Regulations, if 2 food safety 
accidents happen in school cafeteria or company 
cafeteria within 12 months, the Head of the school 
or company will be taken accountable. Relevant 
officials in charge will be punished as neglecting of 
duty if in his/her country, 3 food poisoning 
accidents that affects 30 people for each happen 
within 6 months, and if 3 poisoning accidents that 
affects 100 people for each as well as causes 
human death within 12 months. Any food 
poisoning accident that happens in schools, 
company cafeterias and important conferences and 
activities will be dealt with in the same way as 
those food accidents that have caused severe  
consequence.

If there appears any accident related to special 
equipments, the entity where the accident happens 
must report the accident to the authorities. 
Yesterday, AQSIQ (General Administration of Quality 
Supervision, Inspection and Quarantine) issued 
“Regulations on the Reporting and Investigating of 
Special Equipments Accident” (“Regulations” for 
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short) which will be in effect since the date of issue.  

“Regulations” require that, after learning about the 
special equipment accident, the person in charge 
of the entity must report it within 1 hour to 
relevant local government departments.   

The “Regulations” also requires that, Quality 
Supervision, Inspection and Quarantine Departments 
of different levels should establish a mechanism of 
emergency hotline service and publicize the hotline 
number to receive accident report and information.  

What are special equipments? 

The special equipments in our daily life, according 
to the State Council-released “Supervision Statute 
of Special Equipments”, include boiler, pressure 
vessel (like gas vessel), pressure pipeline, 
elevator, cranes, etc.

After the attention-catching sink hole safety accident happened, 
Municipal Construction Committee (Committee for short) held a 
meeting yesterday and decided to organize a complete 
correcting campaign targeting all property management 
companies in Beijing. It confirms that, the company 
representative of a property management company is the prime 
person liable for safe production.  

As introduced by YU Liang, Director of Property Management 
Department of the Committee, the Committee has released 
yesterday “Opinions on the Implementation of Complete Safety 
Check Campaign on Property Management Companies in 
Beijing” (Opinions for short). The Opinions makes it clear that, 
property management companies are the major respons ible  
of safety in productions and their company represen tatives 
are the prime people liable for safe production.  
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�  Keep workplace tidy. 
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�  Keep a tidy desk. 

�  DO report all injuries immediately to your supervisor no 

matter how trivial it seems. 

�  Obey recycling instructions. 

�  Leave stairs and gangways free of obstructions. 

�  Use handrails when ascending or descending stairs and 

do not run. 

�  AVOID exchange of jokes while using the stairs and do 

not congregate on stairs or landings. 

�  DO NOT lean out from the chair to pick up objects on the 

floor. This is one of the common causes of falling 

accidents. 

�  DO NOT lean back in the chair and place your feet on the 

table. This is one of the common causes of falling 

accidents. 

�  Close filling cabinet drawers after use, and have only one 

drawer open at any time. 

�  If you have to climb, do not use office chairs, boxes etc. 

Use a suitable step-ladder or step-stool. 

�  DO NOT attempt to make electrical repairs. 

�  DO NOT use electric extension cords with switch socket 

outlets or plug tops with the wrong ratings or unapproved 

types.  Electric cords, telephone wires and floor-mounted 

outlets should be properly laid out, installed and 

inspected for defects.   

�  Before Leaving work switch off all electric appliance and 

office equipment. 

�  Put cables of telephones, portable electric appliances 

and office machines where they won’t trip anyone. 

�  DO report broken chairs, stuck drawers, cracked glass 

and other hazards. 

�  DO check office furniture regularly for sharp edge 
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splinters and loose casters or bolts. 

�  BE SURE that all office equipment is secure and stable. 

�  Keep heavy items on lower shelves. 

�  Do not carry any load too heavy for you, and make you 

sure you can see over any load you are carrying. 

�  DO NOT throw lighted matches and cigarette butts into 

wastebaskets. Use the ashtrays. Where smoking is 

permitted, use ashtrays. Obey all “NO SMOKING” signs. 

�  Do not obstruct access to fire-fighting equipment; make 

sure you know how to use the equipment. 
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I. Make the catering service customer-oriented 

Besides delicious foods, customers expect to enjoy 

customized services. Therefore, catering staff training 

should start by changing the staff’s view of servic es 

and making them the loyal believer of the concept: 

Customer is God.  

First, interpersonal communication is key. A bridge of 

communication needs to be set up between trainers and 

staff, staff and customers, staff and manager. A good 

platform needs to be created to let different voices 

heard. Only when the staff is willing to pose their views 

and advice can the cafeteria work go on well and sound. 

Second, highlight the importance of good service attitude 

in trainings and firmly oppose the behaviors of being 

arrogant or rude to the customers. 

Third, establish an effective internal promotion system 

which should give an employee the chance to become a 

chef or a management member if he/she believes he/she 

is more than a service attendant or dish washer. In this 

way, the human resources of the cafeteria can be fully 

and efficiently explored. 

II. Provide people-based training content 
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We operate the cafeteria to serve the customers. 

Besides foodservice, customers have other expectations 

too. So, the staff training should contain 

personalized service as well as standardized service.  

Standardized service 

It includes 2 parts: the service standards for service 

attendants; the work standards for kitchen staff. The 

service standards are the same for every service 

attendants when they serve. Every word of them in 

customer service shall be taught in trainings. Small 

details such as dish introduction and drink serving shall 

be standardized in trainings too. 

For kitchen staff, to realize the standardization of kitchen 

work, the training content for them must speak with 

numbers, such as the time length for a dish in the pot, 

the quantity of seasonings used in a dish, etc. Through 

such strict standardized training, every part of the 

cafeteria work, from manager, cook, to service 

personnel; from vegetable quality, vegetable cleaning, 

cooking, cashing, service language, body language can 

be well regulated and so reward-punishment can be well 

based. 

Customized service 

In training, you can design different situations for the 

staff to observe, such as when some customer is in a 

bad mood, some customer is very picky, or some 

customer is drunk, etc. For each situation, the training 

offers specific solution, which is customized. 

In terms of customized service, another point to be 

highlighted is to identify different employees’ 

personalities. In training, you should know about every 

employee’s personality and their characteristics in 

service, which can be very different. For example, 

employee A may be very patient, B may have good 

socializing skills and C may be good at organizing stuff. 

After the training, you deploy the employees at the most 

appropriate posts according to their personalities.  

 III. Evaluation on training results 
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After the training, evaluation can be organized. Its  

results can be a criteria used to decide the staff 

monthly payment.  The evaluation can be conducted in 

the following 3 ways:  

First, theoretical evaluation. Give a real case study and 

ask an employee to analyze it to provide the best 

solution. 

Second, the practical operation. Organize the working 

skills show. Record the staff work performance before 

training and that after training to make comparison. 

Trainings must combine theory and practice while 

focusing on practice more. 

Third, track on the staff performance for 2 or 3 months 

after the trainings. If there’s any employee who isn’t able 

to use the knowledge in practice, you must try to help 

him/her or retrain him/her. 

All in all, trainings must be well planed with clear 

objectives. There must be a test after the trainings and 

the results must be able to affect the staff payment which 

is believed to be able to motivate the staff.

So far this year, 14 deaths have been caused by 

poisonous hepatic gas. 7 of them happened on July 

3rd when some workers tried to make the broken sink 

hole function again in Tongzhou District of Beijing. 

They were killed by hepatic gas. Hepatic gas is able 

to strike any one who absorbs it down to the ground 

within just several seconds, causing respiratory 

arrest, cardiac arrest and even death, while the other 

people around the victim probably don’t notice the 

danger. They often hurry to the dangerous zone to 

save life and then get killed in the same way. So, 

hepatic gas is called killer of myth. 

Besides in such industry like rubber production, rayon 

production, paper factory and paint production, 

hepatic gas exists also in tunnels, sewers, vaults, 
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dustbins, etc.  

Measures to avoid the occurring of hepatic gas 

murder include: to strictly implement “Law on Safe 

Production of PRC” and “Regulations on Safety 

Management of Dangerous Chemicals”; to ensure the 

sink holes, sewers and garbage containers are 

airproofed well based on relevant standards; to call 

119, 110 and 120 and wait for professional help 

when hepatic gas poisoning happens instead of 

unwisely rushing in to save life immediately.

Municipal Food Safety Office once again 
reminded, if you want to eat kidney beans, 
please cook it well and enough to keep away 
from food poisoning. 

In summer and autumn, kidney beans often 
cause food poisoning accidents. The essential 
reason is kidney beans are not fully heated 
when large amount of them are cooked 
together.  

And between July and September, mushroom 
can be very poisonous too. So it’s not advised 
to buy or eat wild mushrooms that make your 
meals poisonous. 
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Only eating vegetables to lose weight, 90% of surve yed women lose hair  
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“Obviously, more women are losing their hairs”, 
said by a report released at a seminar organized 
by National Business and Industry Association. 
Medical experts suggested, improper weight-
losing can cause human body suffer from 
malnutrition, hence losing hair. 

As revealed by the investigation of a website, 
28.6% of people who lose hair are women, while 
that figure is 12.5% in Shanghai area between 
May and December 2006. Doctor LIU Wei of 
General Hospital of China Air Force said, nutrient 
intake is closely related to the health condition of 
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hair.    

“If you lose over 100 hairs a day, that means you 
suffer from disease of hair losing and need go to 
hospital for treatment”, said doctor LIU. Some 
women mainly eat vegetables and fruits to 
lose weight and 90% of them are losing hair.  
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Various food poisoning accidents often happen 
because many people don’t have enough 
knowledge of food poisoning prevention. 

PENG Shilin, Director of Emergency Department 
of General Hospital of the 2nd Artillery Force 
said, food poisoning causes sickness, throwing 
up, bellyache and diarrhea which are shared by 
all that have meals together.  

Some companies organize their employees to 
have meals together and thus it’s more important 
to guard against food poisoning accident. What 
measures need to take?   

Mr. PENG reminded that, first, purchase foods 
well.  Don’t buy the foods not certified or not in 
good sanitation. Second, let catering personnel 
often take medical check. Those who are found 
to have disease relating to food safety must not 
work at the posts that produce foods that can be 
eaten directly. When any staff is sick, he/she 
must be kept away from food cooking. Third, pay 
attention to food storage.  Keep dirt, pests and 
mice contaminating foods. Fourth, enhance the 
catering personnel’s sense of sanitation.  
Fifth, cook foods well and enough.  If a big 
piece of foods needs to be cooked well, the 
temperature of its center must be no less than 70
�� . Sixth, food storage temperature must be 
lower than 5 �������� . Seventh, the tools and 
containers used to make cooked foods must 
be separated from those used to process raw 
foods.  Cooked foods, half-cooked foods and raw 
materials must be stored separately. 
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Between 12:00 of Jun. 18th and 12:00 of Jun. 25th, 
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119 fire-fighting center of Beijing received 175 fire 
alarms, sent 193 fire-fighting fleets, 503 vehicles and 
3521 personnel. Within this week, 25 fire alarms 
were heard every day on average.
